* Jime-waza and kansetsu-waza techniques are prohibited.

8. ENTRY FEE

The BJA entry fee of 30€ per athlete must be paid

9. WEIGH-IN

Official weigh-in for each weight category is held the evening before the competition day (see
program). Athletes must present their BJA accreditation card and their passport (National ID
Cards showing nationality, picture and date of birth are also accepted).

Official scales or test scales will be available for test weigh-in on Friday and Saturday from 08:00
- 22:00 (except during official weigh-in from 18:00-19:00)



10. REFEREEING

The bow:
a. The contestants must not shake hands BEFORE the start of the contest.
b. When the athletes are leaving the mat they must wear judogi in proper way and are not
allowed to take out any part of the judogi or the belt before leaving the field of play.

11. COACHING

All coaches must fully adhere to the Code of Conduct for Judo Coaches.

Dress Code ;

Elimination rounds: National track suit with trousers reaching down to shoes or jacket suit with tie
Final block: Formal suit (jacket, trousers, shirt, and tie for men; jacket, trousers/skirt/dress,
blouse for women) and formal shoes (no sport shoes or flip-flops).

12. ACCOMMODATION

All delegations, who inscribe for an BJA event should reserve their accommodation in the official
hotels published in the event outlines. The reservation must be made with the local organizing
committee (not directly with the hotel).

All Judoka must compete in IJF Approved Judogi (only red label allowed) and Judogis from all IJF
suppliers are allowed (see www.ijf.org [ Official Supplier List).

Judogi Control

It will be operated with a Sokuteiki prior to the fight. Judogi must have an IJF Official Label
“"APPROVED JUDOGI"” with an optical code which cannot be falsified. The label will be controlled with
an optical lamp. Each of the competition clothing articles (jacket, trousers and belt) must have an IJF
official label.
